m The question has been asked wheth-
er elders should supply information to
secular authorities when they learn that
a brother or sister has been involved in
aserious crime. Information provided to
elders is treated as confidential and is
not discussed with others who are not
involved. (w71 4/1, pp. 222-4) All Chris-
tians are counselled by God’s Word to be
law-abiding, and they are to pay to Cae-
sar what is Caesar’s where there is no
conflict with God’s laws. (Matt. 22:21;
090 11/1 pp. 10-15, 18-28) When Chris-
tians obey Caesar’s laws that are not in
conflict with God’s laws, they have no
need to “fear” being punished by the au-
thorities as law-breakers, and can main-
tain a good conscience. (Rom. 13:3, 4) If
an elder learns of some serious crime on
the part of a member of the congrega-
tion, they may, in some circumstances,
be obliged to report the matter, or pro-
vide information to secular authorities.
It is not the responsibility of the elders
to enforce Caesar’s laws, but the very na-
ture of some crimes demand that they
be reported, or that they be handled by
Caesar, for this is the “arrangement of
God.” (Rom. 13:2) Even in such cases, it
is important that the elders maintain
confidentiality to the extent possilile,
and elders should always contaci the
Society before providing any inforina-
tion on confidential matters to secular
authorities. Elders prove to be a “hiding
place from the wind” to all in the con-

gregation who are truly repentant. (Isa.
32:2) They try to readjust such a person,
no matter how serious the sin commit-
ted. (Gal. 6:1) However, while Jehovah
forgives repentant sinners, there may
be consequences of the sinner’s actions
that cannot be avoided. Depending on
the law of the land, the sinner may have
toserve a prison term or face other sanc-
tions. The congregation will not protect
him from this.—w97 1/1, p. 29.

m The Question Box in the March, 1998
issue of Our Kingdom Minisiry empha-
sized the need to maintain appropri-
ate dress and grooming when visiting
Bethel. Therein it stated, “Remember
the name Bethel means ‘House of God,’
s0 our dress, grooming, and conduct
should be similar to what is expected of
us when attending meetings for worship
at the Kingdom Hall.” Publishers are re-
minded that when inviting their Bible
students or other visitors to Bethel they
should ensure that they too are appro-
priately dressed, especially if associating
with the Bethel family in the dining
room. It is important that this standard
be adhered to, thus avoiding embarrass-
ment for all those concerned. We want
your visit to Bethel to be upbullding for
you and any interested ones you invile.
m Congregation secretéries should
maintain an adequate suppiy of the fol-
lowing pioneer forms: Application for
Regular Pioneer Service (S-205), Ap-
plication for Auxiliary Pioneer Service
(S5-205b), aind Nintification for Discontin-
uing Regular Pioneer Service (S-206).
These can Le ordered on the Literature
Quder Form (5-14). Maintain at least a
ole-year supply. Review the regular pio-
neer application form to make sure it is
complete. If applicants cannot recall the
exact date of their baptism, they should
estimate the date and keep a record of it.

! Have you ever gone to a meeting
for field seivice and discovered that
you had no magazines in your wit-
nessing bag? Well, recall the Septem-
ber 1995 Our Kingdom Ministry insert
entitled “Make the Best Use of Our
Magazines.” It told us to “have a def-
inite magazine order,” stating: “Place
a realistic order with the brother
handling magazines for a definite
number of copies of each issue.In
this way, you and your family will
have a regular and adequate supply
of magazines.” Have you done this?

2Why not place a standing or-
der for magazines? You will feel
a greater responsibility to distrib-
ute the magazines week by week,
and you will experience increased joy
in doing so. If you already have a
standing order, re-evaluate whether
you are obtaining the amount that
you need for an average month in
the ministry. Of course, we want to
be faithful in picking up our order
every week and should feel an obliga-
tion to do so. If you are going to be
away from the congregation for an

extended time, let the magazine ser-
vant know whether you want him to
release your magazines to someone
else until you return.
